With works that bring out a unique manifestation of her subjective world, Lale Tara hints at the secrets of her identity, but at the same time, leaves us with questions about the complicated presence of her inverted image in the mirror.
As she documents her subconscious relation with her Rui, she also points to our own inner climate where infinite contrasts, infinite solidarity and infinite solitude prevail. In the images she captures during her trip with Rui, she isolates herself from her body and she reintroduces us to ourselves in the most unaccustommed way.
After her debut show “Live” (2006) and her follow-up exhibition “Hello Earth Goodbye” (2007), x-ist is happy to announce Lale Tara’s third solo exhibition ““Doppelgänger (RUI)” which can be viewed between September 10-26, 2009.





Since her first exhibition, Lale Tara’s works carry the influence of her relative comfort with mute objects. In the show “Doppelgänger”, she examines this phenomenon this time in abandoned spaces; hearing, listening and seeing together with the objects. The artist takes us into her intimate world and also carries her game of playing with the facsimile/replica to another level.
